Timberidge Lodge

$150/person to reserve a private room for 1 or 2 people.

Rooms in the Timberidge Lodge are designed for individuals,
couples, and families. With one queen bed and two sets of
twin bunkbeds, this is more of a dormitory-style arrangement
(shared bathrooms & showers are located down the hall).

Perched on the hill with majestic views of Mt. Rainier, Liberty Ridge Campground is equipped with 47 R.V. sites and 20
dry tent campsites. Restrooms and showers are available in facilities a short walk from the camping area.
